STATEMENT
on the 62nd anniversary of the liberation by Soviet Army of the Osventsim (Auschwitz) - Nazi concentration camp 

Presented by the International Federation for Peace and Conciliation 
Initiated by the participants of the Conference of “All-Russia non-governmental Jewish organization of Nazi concentration camps prisoners (RUF)” that took place in Moscow, in January 2007 

The undersigned organizations and their leaders express their regrets over latest facts of glorification de facto in some countries of the Nazi veterans who have been part of the murder and extermination mechanism of civilians of Jews and other nationalities (like Gypsies and others) during the Second World War. 

In particularly it has been manifested in the Ukraine presidential order №879/2006 by which Ukrainian Nazi of OUN-UPA organization are presented as participants of “Ukrainian liberation” and equated with veterans of the Second World War.

By such acts all crimes against civilians including Jewish population are excused. Atrocities committed by the “SS-Galitchina” division are ignored.

Participants of conference express their anxiety of the fact that fighters of Nazi “SS-Estonia” division are treated as “heroes and liberators” and honored by memorials. At the same time new legislative acts of Estonia authorize to dismantle the memorials of Soviet soldiers perished for liberation of European nations from Nazi military occupation. 

Estonia, being a member-state of the European Union, by these actions de facto falls into oblivion the Holocaust of Estonian Jews and the murder of five thousand Jewish girls and young women from Czechoslovakia at Kloaga place on the territory of Estonia. 

Taking into consideration these facts we, the international non-governmental organizations with participatory status with the Council of Europe, address our demands to the European Union to clear up its position in regard with the glorification in some countries of the Nazi crimes during the Second World War. Regarding Estonia in particular, the new member-state of the EU, we propose to demand from Estonian officials to prevent the destruction of memorials of soldiers perished for liberation of Europe from Nazi occupation during the Second World War.
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
