Background Information

Origins: The meeting on 19 April is the direct follow-up to the participation of Ambassador Orlov, then Permenent Representative of the Russian Federation to the Council of Europe, in the meeting of the INGO Liaison Committee on 24 January 2006 where it was agreed to make a joint assessment after one year of implementation of the new NGO legislation. 

Participants: The Conference of INGOs invited the representatives of civil society and authorities to the meeting on 19 April, notably national and international NGOs working in the Russian Federation as well as the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Federal Registration Agency, the Civil, Social and Human Rights Council under the President of the Russian Federation and the Public Chamber as well as interested members of the Russian delegation to the Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly.

Objectives and outcome: The meeting will allow exchanging information with authorities and NGOs on the first year of implementation of the NGO legislation in fields such as registration, reporting and supervision. The meeting should provide concrete information on the implementation of the new NGO legislation and on problems encountered. The meeting will thus serve to take stock and make recommendations on improving the implementation practice, or, if necessary, revising the legislation.

The assessment of the practice of implementing the new legislation carried out jointly by representatives of NGOs and authorities at the meeting organised by the Conference of INGOs on 19 April is distinct from the Council of Europe’s intergovernmental co-operation with the Russian Federation, based on the Council of Europe’s offer of providing legal expertise on NGO legislation. The Conference of INGOs will transmit the results of the meeting to the relevant Council of Europe bodies with a view to providing a useful input for further Council of Europe action.

Practical arangements: The meeting is a working meeting for representatives of NGOs and Russian authorities, with the participation of a limited number of representatives of relevant Council of Europe bodies. The meeting will take place from 10 am to 1 pm in room 3 of the Palais. Interpretation English-French-Russian will be provided. The meeting is not open to the press but a short press conference could be held at the end of the meeting.
